Vietnam Tour (6 Nights / 7 Days)
Day 1: Ho Chi Minh City Tour - Explore Historic Saigon

Begin your Vietnam adventure in Ho Chi Minh City (formerly Saigon), Vietnam's
vibrant economic hub and cultural metropolis. Upon arrival at Tan Son Nhat
International Airport, meet your expert local Viethamese guide and transfer to
your premium hotel in District 1.

Start your day with a complimentary hotel breakfast before your 7:30 AM pickup
for an unforgettable Mekong Delta tour. Journey from Ho Chi Minh City to My Tho,
gateway to the mighty Mekong River Delta. Begin at the ancient Vinh Trang
Pagoda, a stunning blend of Viethamese, Chinese, and Khmer architectural styles.
Board a traditional Mekong wooden sampan boat to cruise around four mystical
islets: Dragon, Unicorn, Phoenix, and Tortoise islands. Explore Unicorn Island's lush
orchards, sample exotic tropical fruits, and enjoy authentic Mekong Delta folk
music performances.

After breakfast and hotel checkout, depart at 7:30 AM for the legendary Cu Chi
Tunnels, an incredible 200-kilometer underground network from the Vietham War
era. Explore this underground city featuring secret trap doors, wartime living
quarters, weapons factories, field hospitals, command centers, and military
kitchens. Experience the tunnels firsthand by crawling through a preserved
section. Optional experience: test fire authentic military weapons (M15, AK-47,
carbine rifle) at the National Defense Sports Shooting Range (additional cost).
Return to Saigon by 3:00 PM for your domestic flight transfer to Hanoi, Vietnam's
capital city. Airport pickup and hotel transfer in Hanoi's Old Quarter included.

Day 4: Comprehensive Hanoi Heritage Tour

Begin your Hanoi exploration with hotel breakfast before an 8:00 AM pickup for
your cultural city tour. Visit the ancient Tran Quoc Pagoda, Hanoi's oldest Buddhist
temple dating back 1,500 years, situated on West Lake (Ho Tay). Explore the
historic Ho Chi Minh Complex, including the Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum, Presidential
Palace, and Ho Chi Minh's traditional stilt house. Next, discover the Vietnam
Museum of Ethnology, showcasing Vietnam's 54 ethnic groups through indoor and
outdoor exhibitions. After authentic Vietnamese lunch, visit the Temple of
Literature (Van Mieu), Vietnam's first university and UNESCO World Heritage site
established in 1070. Conclude at the historic Hoan Kiem Lake and infamous Hoa Lo
Prison (Hanoi Hilton), preserving wartime history.
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Day 5: Halong Bay UNESCO Cruise Experience

Following hotel breakfast and checkout, depart between 8:30-9:00 AM for UNESCO
World Heritage Site Halong Bay. This natural wonder features thousands of
limestone karsts and islets in the Gulf of Tonkin. Board your luxury Halong Bay
cruise ship for an overnight adventure. After gourmet lunch, explore magnificent
limestone caves, enjoy swimming or kayaking in emerald waters, and visit
traditional floating fishing villages. Evening activities include Viethamese cooking
demonstrations and fresh seafood dinner. Optional evening activities or peaceful
bay relaxation available.
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Day 6: Halong Bay Sunrise - Return to Hanoi

Experience magical Halong Bay sunrise over limestone karsts. After breakfast,
continue cruising past famous rock formations including Sail Island, Fisherman's
Head Rock, Butterfly Rock, and Turtle Islet. Enjoy farewell brunch while sailing
back to Halong City port. Return transfer to Hanoi for your final evening in
Vietnam’s capital. Free time to explore Hanoi's Old Quarter, famous for traditional
street food, authentic Vietnamese coffee, and local shopping.
